Grassland: Open pask country with less than approx. 50%scrub coverage (damana and savannah),
villus and other temporarily flooded land and patana (up-country grassiand).
Mangroves: Salt-tolerant and woody vegetation along sea coasts, lagoons and river mouths.
Marsh & Swamp: Permanently wet and muddy, uncultivable and frequently inundated areas.
Water: Sea, lagoons, tanks and reservoirs, and major rivers, showing maximum water level.
Barren Land: Rock outcrops, sand dunes, beaches, earth slides and other unproductive land.
